Industrial Laser Injury

blurred vision in the right eye. Two hours earlier, the
patient had been working in a laser laboratory, where
he was hit in the right eye with the emission from an industrial
laser unit. He reported that, immediately after the incident, he
saw a dark streak moving across his field of vision, upward from
the temporal side.

Visual acuity in the right eye was 20/60, intraocular pressure
was 13 mmHg, and there was no afferent pupillary defect. The
anterior segment and lens were normal. Vitreous hemorrhage
obscured the view of the optic nerve. There was a smooth, dark,
localized mound of subretinal hemorrhage nasal to the optic
disc. The macula appeared normal. B-scan ultrasonography
showed the retinal pigment epithelium/choroid layer to be flat,
with overlying retinal elevation on the nasal edge of the optic
disc.
